NO FOOD  allowed in dressing rooms or auditorium.  Can eat in cafeteria, but not in costume.
WATER BOTTLES allowed.  Please put name on sealalbe containers.
BRING TO THE SHOW:  Dance shoes and tights with name on the inside.  Bring lipstick (clear red), 
blush, mascara, four safety pins, extra bobby pins and extra hair net. Hair should be fixed how you will 
wear it for the performance.
TIGHTS  NO underpants. NO runs, NO pulls, NO snags, NO holes. May be purchased in office.
MAKE-UP  Do not put make-up on your child.  If applied too early it ends up all over   the costume.  
The dressing room workers will put on the make-up your child brings at the appropriate time. 
NO JEWELRY.  NO NAIL POLISH.
SAFETY  We ask parents to sign  students in and out of the dressing rooms who are not members of  
our Jr or Sr Company.  A sheet with your child’s name on it will be in their assigned dressing room.  If 
your child is a party child, mouse, soldier or angel and they would like to watch ACT II, a balcony Mom 
will escort them and sit with them in the balcony.  After the performance, the children will be brought 
down to the lobby to be picked up.
PICTURES & VIDEOS may be made during DRESS REHEARSAL ONLY.  No video equipment or 
flash-cameras will be allowed during the performances.
